ORDINANCE NO 14

An ordinance to define nuisances and to prevent and abate the same. The village council of the Village of
Finlayson does ordain as follows;

Section 1: That all slaughter houses and places where green hides are store, putrid carcasses, privies,
stables, barns, cellars, sewers, cisterns or other unwholesome or nauseous buildings and stagnant waters
on lands within the corporate limits of the Village of Finlayson, may be declared a public nuisance by a
resolution of the village council specifically describing said nuisance, and adopted by a majority vote
thereof.

Section2: That the village council may, after giving the owner or occupant of the premises where
such nuisance is maintained, ten days notice to abate such nuisance, enter thereon and abate such
nuisance, and tax the costs thereof against such property, the same as other benefits conferred are taxes,
and they shall be collected as other taxes are collected.

This ordinance shall take effect and be enforced on and after its passage.
